"FLIPPERS FOR FEET: PINNIPEDS OF THE NORTHWEST" WITH DR. PETER OLESIUK

(Tuesday, April 8)

Dr. Peter Olesiuk of the Department of Fisheries and Oceans, Canada will discuss the 5 species of seals
and sea lions that frequent the region's marine waters. Olesiuk, a Research Biologist with Fisheries and
Oceans Canada, is Head of Seal and Sea Lion Research Programs in Pacific Region. He works out of the
Pacific Biological Station in Nanaimo, B.C. San Juan County is home to approximately 7,000 harbor seals;
almost one seal for every two humans that reside in the county. Olesiuk will describe the fascinating life
history of harbor seals and will present data from a recent project that is using satellite tracking devices
to dispel previous misconceptions about how far individual harbor seals travel.

This is the final lecture of the 2007/08 season in Orcas Island's marine science lecture series designed for
the general public. The program is at the Camp Orkila Marine Salmon Center and is free. Please park in
the upper parking lot at Camp Orkila. Shuttle service from the parking lot to the talk is available before
and after the lecture.
